
    G-ONE INC. is starting its pharmaceutical industry-focused ASP service 
(software term rental) in the USA.  The company is offering its products 
such the USB CLOUD service, through its partner company in the USA, 
"Lifestyle  Interactive Technologies" (LIT, California).  The company aims to 
sell 100,000 USB Keys to be used for the service, in 2013.  G-ONE has 
employed an American sales representative, and will engage in business 
in the United States.  At their first exhibition at the Consumer Electronics 
Show "CES" held in Las Vegas, USA, the company exhibited their USB 
CLOUD Service, a read-only bar code reader, a customizable prototype 
tablet (portable information terminal), as well as introducing their ASP 
services. The company is proposing an integration with LIT, based in San 
Diego (California), of G-ONE's ASP Service that is a combination of 
G-ONE's proprietary hardware products and software for pharmaceutical 
companies,  as well as LIT's cooperation in sales and technology 
development.  The USB CLOUD Service features a user-dedicated USB 
Key that allows users to view content, while eliminating the need to search. 
The service has already been adopted by Bayer Pharmaceuticals on a 
large scale, for delivery to web conference live lectures on using medicine, 
and G-ONE hopes to begin utilizing and selling the service in the United 
States.  The company would like to utilize the ASP in preventive medicine, 
in cooperation with universities & pharmaceutical companies in San Diego 
and promote development while also exploring the ASP needs of the sector.
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
